Once again the New Orleans Jazz and Heritage
Festival's series of evening concerts gets off to an ex-
traordinarily exciting start with the appearance of the
legendary Miles Davis. And tonight he will be ap-
pearing with a newly expanded ten-piece ensemble
(which, incidentally, includes a female percussionist
from Copenhagen), the largest group he has traveled
with in his long career.

A seminal figure in the world of jazz, Miles Davis’
career spans some four decades of continuous creative
output, his music ranging in styles from the be-bop of
the 1940s to today’s “fusion rock” sound. A native of
East St. Louis, Illinois, Miles traveled to New York in
1945, at the age of 18, to study at Julliard. It wasn't
long before he found himself cutting classes to work in
the Charlie Parker Quintet that was shaking the foun-
dations of American music. Three years later, Miles
was leading his own band, a nine-piece aggregation
that still holds a place of special importance for jazz
historians — even though the group only played
together publicly for two weeks.

Since those early years, Miles Davis has organized
and led many small jazz ensembles, some of them
considered to be of undying influence on the music, as
well as the launching pad for some of the most promi-
nent musicians in the country. Hall of Fame soloists
like John Coltrane, Cannonball Adderly, Gerry
Mulligan, Chick Corea, Herbie Hancock, Bill Evans,
Red Garland, Wayne Shorter, Joe Zawinul and Airto
Moreira have all passed through Davis groups, and all
have praised him as a leader and a discoverer of
talent.

While he has always experimented, evolved and
stretched himself musically, his playing has frequently
been characterized as “distanced.” This is probably
because, from the beginning, Miles has disdained
bravura playing, affecting a vibratoless sound and
working best in the middle register of his instrument.
And even in the driving turmoil of some of his current
rock-oriented work, the Miles Davis lyricism, sensitivi-
ty and impeccable note selection remain distinct and
original.

STANLEY CLARK

Sharing the evening with Miles Davis this year is
bassist Stanley Clarke, a young jazzman who has
cultivated quite a large pop following with his work in a
band he co-led with pianist George Duke. Though he
is noted for playing electric and rock-oriented music,
Clarke is without doubt rooted in modern jazz and
arguably some of his best work has come as a sideman
playing acoustic bass in a small, tightly ordered jazz
band. One need only refer to his playing with Chick
Corea and Lenny White in Return to Forever and on
the “Griffith Park Collection” recording to affirm that
argument. However, there is another side to Stanley
Clarke which will be on display at this year's festival.

Clarke’s true virtuosity will be fully on display, as he
turns in a very special solo bass performance. Clarke
will demonstrate that the electric bass is a full har-
monic/melodic and percussive instrument as much as
is a piano.

This will also be a special evening at Storyville Jazz
Hall when The New Orleans Blues Serenaders
unite with the original cast of “One Mo’ Time,”
Vernel Bagneris' international hit musical about the
lives of black vaudevillians. They will take the stage to
present a special performance of sons from the original
“One Mo’ Time.”

The New Orleans Blues Serenaders are led by
clarinetist Orange Kellin and include Lars Edegran on
piano, Walter Payton on tuba/bass, Lynne Forbes on
trumpet, Johnny Letman on trumpet, Wesley Landers
on drums and Eddy Davis on banjo.

Natalie Cole, of course, is the daughter of the late
Nat King Cole whose recordings from the '40s, '50s
and early '60s are still in demand. But Natalie has
achieved her celebrity in her own right with her SRO
appearances on the nightclub circuit and her hit
recordings of “Mr. Melody,” “I've Got Love On My
Mind,” and “Inseparable.”

And bluesman B. B. King should need no in-
troduction, for it seems as if he has been with us
forever, serving up a full country helping of the blues
every chance he gets. A native of Indianola, Mississip-
pi, B. B. King has been playing and singing the blues
for going on four decades. His personal magnetism, as
well as his appearances on college campuses and the
Johnny Carson, Merv Griffin, Flip Wilson and Ed
Sullivan television shows have opened wide the vistas
for the uniquely American blues. B. B.’s distinctive
guitar style has been widely borrowed upon, as has the
smoothness of his vocal delivery.

That's why B. B. King has been called “The King of
the Modern Blues Singers.”

ANDRE CROUCH

Andre Crouch is noted as one of those who, in the
1970s, helped to broaden the scope and audience for
gospel music. Though he often appears to some to be
too sophisticated and secular, the religious root of
gospel music is obvious to all who listen.

The Southern University Marching Band has
performed all over the world, on network television
and at Radio City Music Hall in New York. Their ap-
pearance tonight is designed to show the full scope of
contemporary Louisiana music — and the musical
stylings of Southern’s Marching Band is an important
part of our musical heritage. Come and enjoy a night
of pop, jazz, gospel and marching music.

Adventurous jazz fans will undoubtedly meet at
Prout’s Club Alhambra for a heavy duty nightcap.
Topping the bill are the leaders of several avant-garde
jazz groups appearing together for the first time. They
include percussionist Famoudou Don Moye,
trumpeter Lester Bowie, tenor saxophonist Chico
Freeman, bassist Cecil McBee, pianist Kirk
Lightsey, and alto saxophonist Arthur Blythe.

Rounding out the evening are Southern University
graduate, pianist Henry Butler, internationally
known composer/bassist Charlie Haden, and Baton
Rouge based drummer Herman Jackson. New
Orleans new music saxophonist, composer and
educator Edward Kidd Jordan will offer a special
program of music from his Elektrik Band, which
features Sir (officially made a knight by the country of
France in 1985) Kidd's students.
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Theatre of Performing Arts 8:00 p.m.
Al Di Meola; Steps Ahead

The series’ first concert in the Theatre of performing
Arts has guitarist Al Di Meola. Di Meola has, since he
was in his twenties, been recognized as one of the
greatest guitarists in the world, displaying awesome
facility with a brand of music that contains elements of
rock, jazz, classical, Mediterranean and Afro-Latin
rhythms. And, as his fans are well aware, his facility is
with both electric and acoustic guitars.

It is with jazz, however, that he has been most firmly
identified, drawing wide attention as a member of
Return to Forever which won a 1975 Grammy award
for the “Best Jazz Performance by a Group.” As a
soloist, Di Meola walked off with the “Best Jazz
Guitarist” award in the annual Readers Poll of Guitar
Player Magazine for five consecutive years (1977 -81).

In the early '80s, Di Meola joined forces with
guitarists John McLaughlin and Paco De Lucia to form
an acoustic guitar trio that played before sold-out
houses across Europe and the United States. Though
he has established quite a following, Di Meola is quick
to admit that he wants to reach more people with his
music, which he certainly will with this appearance at
the New Orleans Jazz and Heritage Festival.

Nina Simone; Olatunji & Drums of Passion

Ever since she was propelled to the center of public
attention and to the top of the record charts by her
1958 hit recording of “I Loves You, Porgy,” Nina
Simone has been a rare attraction. That’s as it should
be for one who, since the beginning of her career, has
been identified as a “rare commodity,” or as critic
Joseph Muranyi described her: a musician “who has
something different to say and sufficient technique and
voice with which to express it.”

In the years since “l Loves You, Porgy,” Nina
Simone has shown that she has not only an abun-
dance of technique and voice to express what she has
to say but also the will to maintain unusually high
musical standards (for herself as well as her
audiences). A powerful and inspiring singer and in-
strumentalist, tonight's appearance marks her
welcome return to the New Orleans Jazz and Heritage
Festival after an absence of more than a decade.

Born in the town of Tryon, North Carolina, Nina
Simone was one of a family of eight children, born to
parents who were as musical as all their children
turned out to be (each of the four boys and four girls
sang or played an instrument). As if in demonstration
of the size of her talent, Nina began playing the piano
at four, and was singing half a year later. She
displayed her vocal talents in her church, and by the
time she entered high school, Nina was already play-
ing blues and jazz piano.

Finishing high school at 17, she left home for
Philadelphia where she studied piano and made a liv-
ing as an accompanist for vocal students. From
Philadelphia it was on to New York and Julliard
School of Music, and four more years of accompany-
ing others. When she began playing at the Mid-Town
Club in Atlantic City, she drew to herself the serious
attention that led to her first recording date and and all
the acclaim that was to follow.

Sharing the evening with Nina Simone tonight is
Olatunji and his Drums of Passion who, since the
'60s, have been thrilling American audiences with per-
formances that are enriched by the pageantry,
rhythms and spirit of traditional African music.

Riverboat President 9:00 p.m.
Jose Feliciano; Miami Sound Machine

Singer - guitarist Jose Feliciano headlines the first
of the riverboat concerts aptly entitled “La Gran
Noche de Musica.” This “Grand Night of Music” is the
first time the festival is specifically highlighting Latin
music. In both jazz in general and in New Orleans
music specifically, Latin influences have been impor-
tant. Tonight, we acknowledge this important con-
tribution to the development of music.

Feliciano first came to public attention as a teenager
in the 1960s, as much because of the fact of his
sightlessness as for his amazing talent as a musician.
His recording of the Doors’ “Light My Fire” soared to
the top of the pop charts.

Feliciano is no longer represented in the “Top 40"
charts, instead he is now one of the premier Latin per-
formers. This year he was nominated for two gram-
mies. Jose Feliciano’s career continues in full blossom
with appearances on the nightclub circuit and con-
tinued Latin record releases (most of them sung in
Spanish). Those who have not kept up with his career
will be pleased to find Jose not only a more mature
musician and performer, but also one who is more
daring as he explores the lyrical fire and romantic pas-
sion of his Hispanic musical heritage.
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Appearing with Jose Feliciano tonight is the Miami
Sound Machine, one of the premier latin bands
whose recent recordings are high on the charts. The
Cuban born couple of Emilio and Gloria Estefan,
Miami Sound Machine producer/percussionist and
lead singer/composer respectively, emigrated to the
U.S. as kids bringing with them their native Latin
musical talents. Bassist/percussionist Juan Marcos
Avila and drummer/composer Enrique “Kiki” Garcia,
also Cuban born, round out the quartet. The four
friends all attended Miami High and have been work-
ing as a professional unit since 1976. To date the
group has released nine albums, including one
Platinum and two Gold Ips. Early in their career they
decided to concentrate on the Latin market and made
all of their albums in Spanish. They achieved interna-
tional status on the Latin music scene, however, “Dr.
Beat,” an English language song on their 1984 Lp
became an international disco hit and their cross over
status was assured. “Primitive Love,” their current Lp
is in the Billboard top 50 and “Conga,” a single from
that album, has cracked the Billboard top 10 “Hot
singles.”

Jose Feliciano and The Miami Sound Machine pre-
sent a very special night of Latin music.

JERRY LEE LEWIS

This delightful evening at Storyville also offers singer
Carrie Smith in a “Tribute to Bessie Smith.” Carrie
Smith will be accompanied by a traditional New
Orleans jazz musicians under the leadership of pianist
Lars Edegran. The Ex Waseda Jazz Band of Tokyo,
Japan will open the night.

The Riverboat President will be pure ecstasy for rock
'n rollers past and present. The evening, billed “Loui-
siana Rock 'n Roll Gumbo,” will be nothing if not jum-
ping.

The centerpiece of tonight's program is singer -
pianist Jerry Lee Lewis, one of the architects of the
music that has taken the world by storm. Jerry Lee
Lewis was born in 1935 in Ferriday, louisiana and,
along with Fats Domino, is one of the two reigning
kings of foot-pounding (in Lee's case he sometimes
literally plays the piano with is foot), two fisted, rollick-
ing rock and roll piano/vocals. Mr. Lewis’ stage per-
formances often achieve an almost spiritual purity in
the raw energy of his work.

Though he has made some musical adaptations to
adjust to the audiences of the '80s, Jerry Lee’s style
still retains a heavy emphasis on his roots in southern
gospel, rockabilly and rhythm & blues. Jerry Lee’s
seminal rock and roll classics include the phenomenal
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“Whole Lotta Shaking Going On” and the ever
popular “Great Balls Of Fire.” “The Killer,” has he is
fondly called, has defied the laws of gravity and con-
tinued to burn as a high flying rock and roll free spirit
who exudes rock and roll exuberance both on and off
the stage. Tonight we present the man who truly ex-
emplifies the cliche of the “living legend,” Mr. Jerry
Lee Lewis, a piano genuis of rock and roll.

Appearing with Jerry Lee Lewis will be 1986 Gram-
my award-winning zydeco wonder Rockin’ Sidney
of “My Toot Toot” fame. For more information about
this important musician see the feature article included
in this program book. Opening the show will be the
New Orleans-based Radiators. The Radiators are the
foremost proponents of what they call “Fishhead
music” — an exciting blend of rock and roll with
rhythm and blues and spicy elements of New Orleans
syncopations.

DAVID MURRAY

Modern jazz enthusiasts seeking a stiff nightcap can
make their way to Prout’'s Club Alhambra for a Mid-
night jazz offering that features the David Murray
Octet. David Murray is currently considered the
leading exponent of new music tenor saxophone. He
also plays bass clarinet and is widely known for his
work as a composer and bandleader. Alvin Batiste,
a leading contemporary clarinetist and a music
educator at Southern University in Baton Rouge, will
offer an inspiring set from his quartet. The enthralling
New Orleans Sax Quartet, with Tony Dagradi, Earl
Turbinton, Jr., Fred Kemp and Roger Lewis will
offer yet a third distinctive voice to this night of in-
novative woodwind music.

Neville Brothers; Burning Spear;
Ebenezer Obey

This is a concert that will likely ignite any fires that
may be smoldering along the bayous when the in-
creasingly more popular Neville Brothers headline
an evening that also features the powerful reggae of
Burning Spear, Chief Commander Ebenezer Obey
and his Inter-Reformers Ju-Ju Orchestra, are truly a
special group of festival friends.

The Nevilles — Art, Aaron, Charles and Cyril —
have been in the forefront of the New Orleans rhythm
& blues tradition for decades, working both individual-
ly and in groups. Their recent appearance on “Satur-
day Night Live” was a triumph before a national au-
dience.

Before coming together again as a brother act, the
Nevilles, separately, were involved in a variety of
musical experiences. Aaron first sprang to national
prominence with his 1966 hit, “Tell It Like It Is;” Art
began his career as a teenager in the '50s with a group
called The Hawkettes; Charles, who left home at 15 to
join the Rabbit’s Foot Minstrel Show, has worked with
B.B. King, Bobby “Blue” Bland and has had a jazz
career; and Cyril was a member of The Meters, the
popular group Art started in the late '60s.

Performing as the Neville Brothers, they have been
characterized as “prime movers in the funkification of
the musical tastes of planet Earth.”
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Burning Spear, named after Jomo Kenyatta,
began as a Rasta vocal trio but later expanded after
scoring with recorded hits and the dynamic onstage
personae of lead singer Winston Rodney. Burning
Spear is known as a “roots” reggae performer, mean-
ing that he performs in an authentic style that eschews
commercializing. Additionally, Burning Spear is the
composer of many reggae classic songs, most of which
are grounded in the philosophy of rasta with an em-
phasis on the vision of Jamaican national hero and
1920s world organizer of Blacks, Marcus Garvey.

Chief Commander Ebenezer Obey, with over
eighty singles and Lp’s to his credit, is one of the two
leading forces in the development of the contem-
porary African pop music know as “Ju-ju” music. Ju-
ju is an exciting blend of traditional African rhythms
and vocal harmonies with multiple electric guitars (in-
cluding steel guitars which are generally associated )
with country & western and Hawaian music) and 7
booming electric bass bottoms. Ethnically associated .
with Yoruba musics, Ju-ju also combines the popular
highlife style of West African music with contemporary
Western popular music (particularly, though not ex-
culsively, soul music).

ecent years have seen a growing national in-

terestin Louisiana’s rich ethnic music, and the

1986 Grammy ceremony showed just how far

this trend has progressed. Zydeco accordion-
ist Rockin’ Sidney's **Don’t Mess With My Toot Toot™
was chosen as the year's best Ethnic/Folk recording -
after hitting it big nationwide on the nation’s country
music charts. What's more, all the other Ethnic/Folk
nominees — Dewey Balfa, Beausoleil, and Clifton
Chenier — were also from Cajun/Creole South
Louisiana.

For Sidney Simien, who spent some twenty gruel-
ing years on the gritty Gulf Coast “Crawfish Circuit,”
success was sweet indeed. “I'm very honored to have
been a nominee, let alone a winner,” Sidney com-
mented recently. “[ feel great about it, and | think that
the Grammy will open up doors for me and for other
zydeco performers.”

The song itself has caused both confusion and con-
troversy. In the first place, what does it mean? To set
the record straight, “toot-toot” is not a cocaine
reference, but rather an anglicization of the French
word "tout,” which means “all.” “Tout-tout” translates

idiomatically as “everything.” “It's a term of endear-
ment,” explained Ann Allen Savoy, author/editor of
Cajun Music: A Reflection Of A People. “People read
a dirty meaning into it that's not necessarily there. It
was used in another song title years ago — ‘Ma Cherie
Toute-toute,” by the Cajun fiddler J. B. Fusilier.”

In some circles, though, “tout-tout” has distinct sex-
ual overtones. Nick Spitzer, a folklorist at the Smithso-
nian Institution, and former director of the Louisiana
Folklife Program, reports on this erotic interpretation,
“A Creole musician explained to me, with some em-
barrassment, that a ‘tout- tout” is '...well...] cant say
it...well. ..it's something underneath a lady’s dress’.”

Rockin’ Sidney’s explanations have varied. When
the record broke in the spring of ‘85, his only com-
ment was "A toot-toot is anything you want it to be.”
At that time, however, things were frantic; the record
was about to be distributed nationally, and new
“cover” versions were constantly appearing. Artists in-
cluding John Fogerty, the Olympia Brass Band, Jean
Knight, Fats Domino, Tex-Mex accordionist Steve
Jordan, and others all recorded the tune, making
Sidney an instant celebrity. Once the situation had
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cooled a bit, though, he discussed the song at greater
length.

“I wrote ‘Toot-Toot” about ten years ago,” Sidney
explained. “I used to hear guys holler things at French
dances. Like ‘ma chere toute-toute,” ‘fais tention!
(which roughly translates as a high-spirited ‘look out,
now!’) and ‘Fais pas ca!’ (Don’t do that!) | noticed that
people would get happy when they hollered like that,
so | figured that the song would give people something
that they were familiar with.”

“] didn’t expect it to be a hit,” Sidney explained. “I
just pulled it from my book to add to an album,
because | always put twelve songs on a record. |
wouldn't say it's one of my greatest songs, but it hap-
pened to hit. It's what the public wanted, and that’s
what you have to have.”

Such candid comments point up the controversy
surrounding “Toot-Toot.” The song hardly typifies
zydeco, especially since it was recorded with a drum
machine. Sideny’s assessment is characteristically
straightforward though. “I'd call it a cross-over” he
said matter-of-factly. “It's pop-zydeco, it could be
played on almost any format. It's in a Rockin’ Sidney
style. | put the accordion and the French expressions
in for a little Cajun/zydeco flavor.”

Sidney is also quick to admit that he's a zydeco
newcomer. My people are Creole, parents spoke
French, but [ don’t speak French because they didn’t
speak it to us. When [ was growing up around Labeau,
near Ville Platte, I listened to blues, like Jimmy Reed
and Muddy Waters, and country music, Cowboy
Copas and Little Jimmy Dickens. Then rock came in,
Chuck Berry, Little Richard, Carl Perkins. Those are
my idols — Chuck Berry is my favorite. | got into
zydeco later on. But Clifton Chenier and all them, I
really respect them a lot.”

Some people in South Louisiana are worried that
“Toot-Toot’s” success will have bad effects on the
future of zydeco music. They're concerned that zyde-
pop novelty songs with English lyrics will phase out
traditional French material. Such fears are well--
founded, but the final outcome is hard to predict.
“Toot-Toot” may yet assume the perspective of just
another fad, and newcomers drawn to Sidney’s music
might be inspired to dig deeper and discover the
authentic traditionalists. Many such artists — like
Canray Fontenot, Bois Sec Ardoin, Delton Broussard,
Clifton Chenier, and others — will also be performing
at this year's Jazzfest.

In any case, 1986 is Rockin’ Sidney’s moment. His
simple, silly little ditty is now permanently ingrained in
South Louisiana music. Don’t be surprised if you hear
“Toot-Toot” ten times a day while strolling around the
Fair Grounds. Nor is Sidney content to rest on his
laurels. “I'm ready to win another one,” he said with
pride.

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Cookin’ at the Fest |

“Jambalaya, Crawfish Pie, Filé Gumbo”’
—Hank Williams, 1952

en the festival goers taste the jambalaya,
crayfish pie and filé gumbo at this year's
Jazz and Heritage Festival, they will
understand why the legendary Hank
Williams immortalized these unique, heavenly tastes
in song.

Louisiana’s bayou country cuisine, along with neat-
ly 90 other mouth-watering foods from around the
state, will be available for visitors at the biggest music,
arts and crafts, and food festival in the South. At the
Louisiana Heritage Fair, held at the Fair Grounds,
foods cooked by some of the greatest food artisans in
the state will be available for a minimal fee. Cajun,
creole, soul, caribbean and other authentic ethnic
renderings will be offered by vendors who use recipes
handed down for generations. These dishes have
originated in specific Louisiana locales.

The food will be as authentic as the song Williams
sang in its praise. Matthew “Dee” Gautreau, a bonified
cajun cook, agreed that jambalaya and the other
dishes Williams immortalized are still very much a part
of a cajun household’s menu. Gautreau is celebrating
his 11th anniversary as a Jazz & Heritage Festival ven-
dor.

Dee Gautreau sells his award-winning pork, chicken
and sausage jambalaya. He learned the art of making
jambalaya when he was a “little kid.”

“Years back,” 56 year-old Gautreau related, “peo-
ple would cook to raise money for the needy. Jam-
balaya was cheap and | got to watch them cook.”

About 11 years ago, Gautreau left a 20-year career
in construction to work full-time in his catering
business. It was also his first year at the Festival. Two
years later, in his hometown of Gonzales, “The Jam-
balaya Capital of the World,” Gautreau was named

the World Champion Jambalaya Cook at the Gon-
zalez “Jambalaya Festival.”

Gautreaun has cooked at the Nice, France Jazz
Festival and at the Newport Jazz Festival, as well as all
over the country for those contracting the services of
Dee Gautreau’s Cajun Catering company. The award-
winning cook can be found in Tent 2 with wife,
Laverne, and children, Cindy, Kelly, Corey and Kim,
who all work in the family business.

Helen Wheat, a native of Nachitoches, Louisiana,
this year returns with the spicy, delicious meat pies.
“In northern Louisiana people eat meat pies like they
eat red beans and rice in New QOrleans,” she attests.

This year Mrs, Wheat celebrates 7 years of vendor-
ing. She started making meat pies for profit at the in-
sistence of her daugher Linda, who urged her to come
to New Orleans and open a meat pie restaurant. Mrs.
Wheat, a 65 year-old, retired school teacher, opened
the restaurant. Three years later, Mrs. Wheat
established a wholesale plant with the help of her
children, James, Linda, Dain and Nan.

The Mrs. Wheat's Meat Pie Company ships meat
pies to Houston, New York, 5t. Louis and Florida.
The famous meat pies are made from a recipe handed
down to Mrs. Wheat by her mother. “It's a family
heirloom. It has been in the family for eons.”

Mrs. Wheat's pies have been hailed as the “Best
Food at the Jazz Fest,” by food critic Tom Fitzmorris.
James Beard, the famous food connoisseur, highly
recommeded the traditional northern Louisiana
cuisine. Mrs. Wheat's Meat Pies were served at the
World’s Fair and most recently in the Orleans Parish
School system. The gourmet cook also makes broccoli
& cheese, as well as crawfish pies.

Lafayette native, Billy Fava, will return for his fourth
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season at the Louisiana Heritage Fair. Lafayette, Loui-
siana is known as the heart of cajun foodland. Stories
abound about the tantalizing, ambrosial, palate-
tempting provisions to be had from the small town.

Thirty-seven year-old Fava learned how to cook by
watching his uncle Leon Mayers. Mayers established
his first restaurant in 1937. Mayers, who had assumed
the responsbility of raising his young nephew, decided
to teach the youth the food business. At age 9, Fava
went to work as the restaurant’s cashier.

Fava became a full-time partner in his uncle’s cater-
ing business 12 years ago. As a partner in Mayers Ca-
jun Cooking Company, Fava markets dishes such as
shrimp etouffee, crawfish maquechoux, crawfish
tamales, boudin, and eight dishes made with crawfish.
These and other foods are prepared as frozen entrees
and flown to at least 12 different states. The company
plant is located in Carenco, Louisiana.

“We think our cajun food is not only the best, but
authentic,” Fava stressed. Fest food worshipers can
find Fava, his wife Tracy and their five kids in Tent 2.

Also returning to this year’s festival will be two of the
earliest vendors to participate in the New Orleans Jazz
& Heritage Festival. Creole sausage-maker Sonny
Vaucresson and fried chicken & potato salad specialist

Mercedes Sykes of the Second Mount Triumph Bap-
tist Church.

“My late husband Roosevelt Sykes,” a legendary
blues pianist/vocalist, “knew we were in the process of
trying to build a church,” Mrs. Sykes explained. Sykes
then asked producer Quint Davis if the church group
could sell fried chicken and potato salad a la soul style;
the rest is history. Sykes played every year until his
death four years ago while his wife sold the finger-
licking, lip-smacking chicken.

Mrs. Sykes gives credit to the festival for providing
the avenue for the founding of the church lead by
Reverend D. Jenkins. The church crew’s chicken and
potato salad are so delectable that they often sell com-
pletely out.

Like church suppers of old, visitors are treated to a
heaping helping of chicken and potato salad, with a
roll on the side. These days the 62 year-old Mrs.
Sykes stays in the church kitchen to make the salad,
while the other church members handle sales at the
fair and the delivery of the food to the fair site.

Mr. Robert A. “Sonny” Vaucresson is the only
original vendor still participating. He was there in Con-
go Square (known today as Louis Armstrong Park) in
1969 for the first Jazz & Heritage Festival.

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Sonny Vaucresson’s “creole chaurice” sausage,
commonly called “hot sausage,” has won its share of
acclaim since his late father, Robert L. “Bob”
Vaucresson, was said to have invented the spicy meat
product. Vaucresson originally singed up to sell “hot
sausage po-boys” at the initial festival site in Congo
Square.

Sausage making has been in the Vaucresson family
for four generations. “My grandfather was in the
business and my father always had his own business”.
Vaucresson, a descendant of a family of “free men of
color called creoles,” is intrinsically tied to his heritage.
His father’s businesses, and later, his own businesses
have been located in the predominately black 7th
ward area of New Orleans, an area highly populated
with “creoles of color.”

At age 11, Sonny Vaucresson worked as an ap-
prentice in the meat business with his father at the Old
St. Bernard Market, now the site of the Circle Food
Store. In 1948 the family then opened a meat market
in the 1900 block of St. Bernard Avenue. After a stint
in the army, Vaucresson returned to an ailing father
and established another store at 1830 St. Bernard.
Sonny named that
Bordenave's (his brother-in-law) Meat Market.

store Vaucresson's and

Vaucresson is currently the owner of Vaurcresson
and Sons Hot Sausage Company at 1800 St. Bernard
Avenue. Vaucresson’s “creole chaurice” is made with
“lean pork and beef and the emphasis is placed on the
seasonings rather than the pepper. We produce a
gourmet blend that you can distinguish the taste of the
condiments on your palate. Creole chaurice is the top
of the line of hot sausage, the creme de la creme,”
Vaucresson explains with pride.

With the help of sons, 27 year-old Robert Jr., the
business manager, 25 year-old Rene, the production
manager, and 17 year-old Vance, a part-time appren-
tice, Vaucresson operates one of only two sausage
processing plants owned by blacks in Louisiana. In ad-
dition to the award-winning “creole chaurice,” which
won the Food Olympics at the Fest in 1977 and was
dubbed the best food by New York Times food ecritic
Mimi Sheridan, Vaucresson and Sons produce creole
green onion sausage, creole hogshead cheese, pork
and beef sausage, and Italian sausage with imported
romano cheese.

Rene Vaucresson, who is looking forward to na-
tional distribution of his family’s fine product and who
started working the festival when he was 7, along with
his mother, Gerry, who has worked the festival since

“All recipes are military secrets,” Fava said, but
generously offered his famous Crawfish Maquechouz
recipe. According to Billy, crawfish maquechoux is an
Indian-Creole dish that all cajuns eat.

Ingredients:

4 cans of white whole kernel corn (drained) 12
oz. or one dozen fresh ears, de-cobbed.

1/4 pound of butter

1 bell pepper diced

1 onion diced

1 fresh tomato diced

1/2 pound crawfish tails (boiled)

red and black pepper, salt (to taste)

Directions:

In a large saucepan melt butter over medium heat
and add all ingredients except the crawfish. Cook
until the corn is tender. Add crawfish in the last 10
minutes of cooking time.

Now that Louisiana Cajun Cookin’ is taking hold all
over America, those of us “way down yonder in New
Orleans” know what the big fuss is all about. After all,
we have eaten these foods since we were babes in
arms...and we love it! The 1986 Louisiana Heritage
Fair is chock-full of culinary delights native to the
Bayou State. All of the foods are prepared and served
by Louisiana vendors from recipes that have been
handed down from one generation to another. This
year there are over 90 foods served from the five
canopied Food Tents and the vendors scattered
around the grounds offer pralines, sno-balls, various
pies, muffins, cookies, herbal teas and smoothies. The
Fair has been designed to encourage you to stroll
around, sample foods, enjoy craft demonstrations,
and listen (or dance!) to the best music Louisiana has
to offer.

Restaurants, churches, community organizations
and individual chefs from several parishes in Louisiana
who have passed the rigid sampling procedures of the
Festival are now able to prepare their favorite foods for
all to enjoy. While many dishes are Creole or Cajun,
an assortment of Italian, Afro-Caribbean and Soul
foods also pepper the Festival menu. Jambalaya, still
cooked in old cast iron kettles for us all to see, is a
favorite, as are the traditional red beans and rice with
sausage, southern fried chicken and the ever popular
barbecue chicken. Hot Cajun boudin, made with pork
and spicy rice, is from an old family recipe. Gumbo,
derived from the Bantu word “ngumbo” meaning okra
is served up two ways at the Fest: the chicken-
andouille file gumbo is thickened with powdered
sassafras leaves and the seafood gumbo is thickened
with okra, a vegetable native to Africa.

This year marks the return of great Creole foods

now served only in private homes. Grillades, a tradi-
tional breakfast dish made of tender beef strips in a
thin spicy gravy and served over grits shares a booth
with calas, a raised rice doughnut sprinkled with
powdered sugar. Sweet potato pone and stuffed
mirliton round out the new Creole offerings that are
finding their way back in the hearts and mouths of
Festival-goers. Those who wish to sample the exotic
can choose from an array of foods including
barbecued alligator, turtle stew piquante, stewed rab-
bit, fried frog legs with “dirty” rice, and alligator sauce
piquante.

Po-boys, New Orleans’ favorite lunch, are available
seven different ways. Try the crusty french bread filled .
with freshly fried oysters, tender Gulf shrimp, tasty
trout filets or the delicate soft-shell crab. Or try the
ham and cheese, alligator sausage, or any of the
sausage po-boys made by the Vaucresson family for
the past seventeen Festivals. Sandwich choices also
include the hickory smoked roast beef served on a bun
or the Italian muffuletta, a combination of olive salad,
salami, ham and cheese invented in neighborhood
New Orleans grocery store to satisfy the noon-time
crowd.

The crawfish lover is in crawfish heaven with the
multitude of dishes dreamed up by cooks. Try the
freshly boiled spicy crawfish, ready to peel and
eat—remember “suck the heads and pinch the tails” to
get all the flavor! Cajun popcorn is the tail of our
favorite mud-bug fried and served with a creamy
horseradish sauce. There is crawfish in the au gratin,
or with corn in the maquechoux (mock-shoo). There
is even Crawfish Monica to satisfy those who must
have their daily dose of pasta and cream. Other pasta
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dishes include a shrimp and crabmeat pasta salad and
the all-time favorite fettucini with oyster patties.
Don’t forget to try the blackened redfish, the trout
almondine or the ever messy barbecue shrimp. Spicy
chicken curry will give you a taste of the Caribbean ] |
along with plantains and stir-fried vegetables. # A Dl s
Vegetarians can still find a few good dishes to perk up . e =1
their day.

bean fruit salad, artichoke and spinach casserole, New Orleans, LA 70119
sweet potato pone and the famous fried mozarella 504/482-3111
sandwich.

For that “little bit of the sweet” we can choose from
an array of pies including key lime pie, sweet potato
pie, pecan pie or coconut cream pie. There are fresh
Louisiana strawberries dipped in semi-sweet SOUTHERN LEGAL CL'N'CS
chocolate, or served as shortcake or as smoothie. Two
praline vendors, one at each end of the field, can
satisfy the candy urge. There is a new cookie called a
pecan praline cookie and a new pineapple smoothie.
Traditional watermelon slices, chocolate covered
frozen banana, and peach cobbler can help to fill the
void. Or try Angelo Brocato’s famous Italian ices and
cookies. No matter what foods you sample, or what
music you hear, always remember the old Cajun say-
ing, “laissez les bon temps roullet”!

Have you ever noticed that the most unique homes
always seem to belong to artists, or at least to someone
who, as a lover of the unusual and beautiful, has had
the help of an interior designer to create an aesthetic,
one-of-a-kind living space? More and more designers
are gravitating towards the use of crafts in decorating
homes. These homes radiate the kind of warmth and
vitality that reflects a personal signature, because they
have been decorated with crafts. These pieces have
been used to accent spaces, compliment furnishings or
simply be enjoyed as art for arts sake. Their colors may
be bright, gay, festive, and unabashedly decorative, or
cool and calculated, making a simple yet strong state-
ment about the collector. The quality of joy and
delight emanating from these pieces is not incidental
— it comes from meshing the soul and wit of the craft-
sperson with the piece he or she creates. Thus, a very
personal and compelling habitat is created using crafts
collected from various travels, fairs, festivals and
galleries as the focal point.

This year’s contemporary crafts fair will seem a
magical mecca to those pursuing a few pieces for their
homes or for their bodies (think of yourself as a blank
canvas, waiting for decorartion) expressing a personal
statement of vivid individuality. From the sophisticated
conservative to the wildly unabashed spirit, you will
find something from within these 48 craft spaces.

It's easy — collecting crafts, that is! Of course craft-
spersons have known this for years and the public is
becoming increasingly aware of this as well. Once you
begin, be forewarned, the joy of collecting will become
an integral part of life as your roving eye will continue
to search for crafts wherever you go.

You can begin a collection or add to a continually
growing one among the craft offerings this year.
Everything the human imagination can imagine, from
the spontaneously witty porcelain objects d’art from
Ellin Egan, to the 1985 award winning exotic hard-

wood kalimbas of Lucinda Ellison, to the gracefully
sensuous fluid forms of blown glass (New Mexican
Charlie Miner, a 1984 & '85 award winner) — it's all
here within these tents! And one of the most attractive
aspects of collecting crafts is that it need not be expen-
sive. Something to suit all pocketbooks can be found.

Start with an ordinary corner of an understated
room and transform it artistically by grouping a
number of craft objects together. For instance, take
one of Janet Burner's lovely procelain platters whose
pink/mauve hues seem to praise the skies of her
native Arizona and put it perched on a stand on a
table. Next to it, perhaps one of local Patricia Ran-
dolphs’ outrageous fantasy clay creatures (a rabbit
seemingly commentating on the never-ending humor
of life?). For contrast, add a slender cobalt blue piece
of light-catching blown glass and voilar!, you instantly
have a space filled with art and character which takes
us to the center of the creative universe by merely
looking!

Mixing the complex with the simple always
stimulates our senses and here the offerings are many.
You can take a Tom Krueger (award in '84 & '85)
ceremonial pot, a simple form with high spiritual com-
plexities, and pair it with something silly and
outrageous — a Robert Hutchinson clay Rhino in a
wheelchair! The result will be a combination of objects
made with a high sense of skill married to each artist's
unique individuality. Even objects normally kept in
boxes or drawers can be shown in unconventional
ways. Why not drape a handwoven silk & linen scarf
echoing pastel sunset colors (Kin Potter) over an anti-
que bureau, or one of award winning Jon Wenckus’
silver and freshwater pearl seaform pendants resting
fluidly over a plexiglass form to enjoy as art as well as
to wear? The possibilities for the creative are endless.
Many folks like to display their jewels within a velvet
framed box on the wall when not in use. Very unique
this year is handmade paper jewelry, made to hang as
art when not worn. Tom Mann'’s sculptural pins rival

giant architectural art, but on a much smaller scale, but
intended to display as sculpture as well as to wear.

When it comes to interior decoration with personal
craft collections, the two-dimensional is well
represented in the form of photographs, etchings,
paintings and drawings. Ulrike Schlobis returns this
year with her painstakingly intricate art noveau-
inspired drawings, paintings and hand-pulled prints.
One of her gorgeous pieces will add instant romance
to any room. On the other end of the gamut, take one
of Bernard Zalon's tongue-in-cheek etchings to pre-
sent a wild side of humor to even the most sedate of
settings. Louisiana painters Pamela Marsall and Kay
Barkhouse each offer a more typical Louisiana ap-
proach for the traditionalist.

Since decorating has been taking a return to the
country look, you might want to create a nostalgic
homey look with one of Jeff Mohr's handmade
brooms resting aside your hearth. Or how about a
sturdy handturned oak rocker (Greg Harkins) for any
or all of your rooms for the ultimate comfort? And who
says quilts must look like granny made them — as you
gaze upon the lush jewel-toned colors and rich
kaleidoscope patterns of Lora Burtch’s ("84 award) ex-
quisite quilts. Their beauty and intricacy attest the fact
that art and craft merge as one, indistinguishable from
the other. You could hang one of these beautiful quilts
from a wall like a painting. Speaking of kaleidoscopes,
you will find the often quoted “best of the fest” brass
and crystal ones made by artists Marilyn Endres. They
come on hardwood stands and look lovely on a table
by themselves. For a typical country kitchen, you will
need a “recycled wood” stool from Thom Herrington.
As for wood, the offerings this year are particularly
grand, from the exotic hardwood boxes of Richard
Rothbard to the award-winning Richard Lee’s alligator
puzzles, and even a wooden snake with over 50 mov-
ing parts!

Now that you have collected all these unique
treasures, how will you take them all home? Why not
splurge on a luxuriously supple large leather satchel
(Burr Yarrow has nice ones) or a sturdy leather
backpack (Robert Janusz). An especially nice tote bag
comes new to us this year, woven in rich paisley
tapestries and made by artisan Rebekkah Davis. The
possibilities are ever changing and endless. The things
mentioned here are just a sample, you will need to see
for yourself. Join the fascinating and highly rewarding
world of craft collecting and decorate your own home
to reflect your own unique personality.
